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For Jilin University
Masters level

All of our Master’s level programmes are modular in structure. Candidates who are admitted will be awarded an MSc when they have satisfactorily completed their selected course of study and accumulated the requisite number of points (180 M points). Students may wish to exit the programme before the award of a MEd or MSc.

Students who have successfully completed 60 M points may be awarded an Advanced Certificate in Education (AdvCertEd) and those who have successfully completed 120 M points may be awarded a Diploma in the Advanced Study in Education (DASE). Earning a Master’s degree requires completing 120 points from taught modules and a 60 point dissertation. Points must be accumulated within five years of initial enrolment.

Entrance Qualifications

Applicants for admission to the MSc. programme should normally hold:

(a) an Honours degree or equivalent qualification plus at least two years professional experience in an education, training or professionally relevant context, or

(b) a degree or equivalent qualification with at least five years professional experience in an education, training or professionally relevant context, or

(c) a degree or equivalent qualification in an area relevant to the subject of the Master’s degree, where study towards the award is not dependent on relevant professional experience. (This route to admission will normally only apply to appropriate MSc options and may be restricted to holders of II.2 honours degree or higher qualifications.)

The TESOL pathway has additional entry requirements. To be accepted onto the TESOL program, students must meet all of the above criteria and also have experience teaching students English; this experience can be paid, voluntary, in a formal or informal setting, etc. If you are unsure about whether you have enough appropriate teaching experience, please contact the TESOL pathway coordinator, Aisling O’Boyle (a.oboyle@qub.ac.uk).

International Students

For non-native speakers, a minimum entry point of IELTS level 6.5, TOEFL 575 (PBT) or equivalent is required. For IELTS, a minimum score of 5.5 is required in all four elements of the test.

Fees for Jilin Students

International student fees are £59 per credit point taken (based on 2011-12 entry). Tuition fees vary from year to year, normally increasing with inflation. Each TESOL module is worth 30 credit points so the fee would be £1770 per module. Depending on the exit point chosen (DASE, AdvCert, MSc.), the total fees would look like this:

· Advanced Certificate in TESOL (60 points): £3,540
· Diploma of Advanced Study in Education in TESOL (120 points): £7,080
· MSc. in TESOL (180 points): £10,620

MSc TESOL Program Information

Pathway Coordinator: Dr Aisling O’Boyle

This is a professionally-oriented higher degree aimed at graduates who intend to follow a career in English Language Teaching (ELT) and teachers who wish to extend and develop their knowledge of teaching English Language learners. Students who have successfully completed the course have found it very beneficial in gaining employment. The M.Sc. award requires the study of all four core modules.
The course will enable participants to gain the necessary knowledge and skills to devise and teach effective English Language courses, in addition to equipping students with the essential research and analytical skills to keep up with the rapid developments in the field. One of the key features of the MSc TESOL is the emphasis on learning through interaction; much of the course is organised around class-based data as a means of fostering awareness of issues which are rooted in the classroom.

It is intended for both native and non-native speakers of English; we have a minimum entry point of IELTS level 6.5 (with a minimum of 5.5 in each element) or equivalent for international students.

Aims:

Upon successful completion of the course participants should be able to:

Describe and evaluate key aspects of the English language system for teaching purposes;

Critically evaluate the main approaches to the teaching and learning of TESOL in a variety of contexts;

Demonstrate awareness of current issues in TESOL and evaluate their relevance to local and international contexts;

Understand and utilise findings from empirical studies; design and evaluate small-scale research studies for investigating your own teaching context.

EDU8018 TESOL: Principles and Practices (Dr C Linse) 30 Points

This module will consider the principles and practices of ELT methodology and trace developments over the past 20 years. From the advent of ‘the communicative approach’ to the current ‘post-method’ era, the course will examine a range of pedagogical issues and evaluate their impact on current classroom practice.
EDU8016 Language Awareness for TESOL (Dr A O’Boyle) 30 Points

This module will consider the different systems and skills of the English language (phonology, grammar, lexis, discourse, speaking, listening, reading and writing) and equip course participants with the skills needed to analyse language for teaching purposes. The module will place emphasis on the use of pedagogic grammars and adopt a systemic/functional approach to grammar. Particular attention will be given to the study of spoken and written discourse.
EDU8017 Language Learning for TESOL (Dr J Song) 30 points

This module will provide an overview of the key theories associated with language learning and language acquisition in the formal context of the classroom. It will offer module participants an opportunity to assess different approaches to the support of learning in a range of TESOL contexts.
EDU8019 ELT and its Contexts (Dr J Song) 30 Points

This module will examine the notion of ‘context’ in relation to the teaching of English to Speakers of Other Languages. Beginning with the classroom as context, participants will have an opportunity to develop their own interactional awareness as a means of promoting learning opportunity. The module will then consider the broader notion of ELT contexts in relation to the cultural politics of English as an international language and assess the impact that different contexts has on approaches to teaching and learning, assessment and the design and use of curricula and teaching materials.

Doctoral level

We offer two paths to doctoral qualification, the traditional PhD (please see http://www.qub.ac.uk/schools/SchoolofEducation/ProspectiveStudents/PostgraduateResearch/MPhilPhD/ ) and the Doctor of Education/ Doctor of Education TESOL:
Doctor of Education (EdD) and Doctor of Education TESOL (EdD TESOL)

The EdD/ EdD TESOL is a partly taught and partly research-based Doctorate in Education which has proved to be both successful and convenient for senior professionals in education and related fields. We offer a wide range of taught modules in the areas of research methods, education policy, education management and professional development. Dissertations are supported within the specialist clusters of research at the School of Education including effective education, assessment and learning, education in divided societies, social cohesion and education, management and leadership in education, social inclusion in education and children’s rights and participation.

Aims of the EdD course

On successful completion of the programme students will have made an original and independent contribution to educational knowledge in the field determined by the topic of their research dissertation study. They will, through this dissertation, demonstrate a critical evaluation of the relevant literature, a high level of competence in appropriate research methods, and the ability to communicate their results and their implications.

How is the course organised and assessed?

The EdD comprises nine taught doctoral modules (of which four must be research modules) and a research dissertation. For EdD TESOL three core TESOL modules must be taken and the dissertation must be in the area of TESOL. The research dissertation has the same level of challenge and high standards as a PhD but is approximately half the scale (40,000 words).  Each module is assessed by one 5000 word assignment. Applicants may be considered for credit transfer of Masters degrees that have been completed within the last 10 years - in some cases applicants will be entitled to omit up to two modules. The dissertation is assessed by an oral examination (a viva-voce).

There are three stages to each EdD taught module which covers a four month period. The first stage is pre-reading. The second stage is attendance for the intensive teaching, normally over a consecutive period of two and a half days. The third stage involves the completion and submission of an assignment, normally within three months of the last date of the taught module.
Entrance Qualifications

Candidates should have a primary degree or its equivalent and an appropriate higher-level qualification and have at least five years full-time professional experience at a senior level in a field of work related to education.  Evidence of the qualifications (including performance profiles) and experience will be required at the time of application.

Fees for Jilin Students

Student fees would be £10730 per annum.  With EdD or EdD TESOL usually completed in four years, the total fee for full time international students is approximately £42920. Students taking longer than four years will incur additional fees.
